******GV3103 Introduction to Politics of Ireland (5 credits)************
This module is open to Visiting Students only and introduces students to major features of Irish politics, from its historical bases to its current operation.  We will study the foundations of Irish politics from independence, and its residual effects, before looking at the structure of Irish society and the theory and practice of politics and government in the Republic of Ireland and Northern Ireland. This module will provide students with a framework for understanding contemporary political events.  This module is offered in the first term only (September through to December) and students will earn a total of five credits.  The class meets from 12pm to 1pm on Tuesdays in Room 1 of 3, Carrigside, College Road (across the road from the Boole Library) and from 9am to 10am on Thursdays in Room G38 of the O’Rahilly Building.  The module coordinator is Fiona Buckley. New Module!! Open to Visiting Students ONLY.
GV1102: Introduction to Government and Politics (5 credits)
This module exams the theories, principles, dynamics, processes and institutions which shape contemporary politics including a specific focus on the Irish and European Union (EU) political systems.

 

GV1202: Politics of the European Union (5 credits) 

This module examines the theories and practice of politics and government in the European Union. 

 

GV1204: Citizenship and Human Rights (5 credits)

This module provides an examination of theories of human rights and concepts of citizenship

 

GV1210: Government and Politics of Ireland (10 credits)
On successful completion of this module, students will have an understanding of the theory and practice of politics and government in the Republic of Ireland and Northern Ireland. This module will also provide students with a framework for understanding contemporary political events. 

 

GV1211: Introduction to Political Science (10 credits)
On successful completion of this module, students will have an understanding of the key concepts, theories and methods of the discipline of political science. Students will also be introduced to leading political thinkers in the evolution of and current debates of political science. 
 
GV1400: Local Development and Public Health (5 credits)

This module provides definitions and scope of local development and public health; local development organisations, structures and processes; links between local development and public policy particularly in relation to public health; policy and other influences on the health of the population in developed and developing countries. 

GV2200: Political Ethics (10 credits)

This module provides an examination of the issues in political ethics, looking particularly at the rules governing state-private sector relations, politicians and bureaucrats.  This module will also investigate the issues in political corruption, looking particularly at rival explanations of its causes, effects and remedies. 

GV2004 Political Corruption II (5 credits) 
This module provides an examination of the issues in political corruption, looking particularly at rival explanations of its causes, effects and remedies, with particular reference to the Irish case study.

GV2002 Politics of the United States of America II (5 Credits)
This module provides an examination of the origin, development , structure, and operation of the American political system; American political thinking and concepts with particular reference to policies
GV2202: Citizen Participation (10 credits)
This module provides an examination of issues in public participation and the meaning of citizenship in a rapidly changing world. 

GV2204: Public Management in Europe (10 credits)

This module explores theories and practice of Public Management in Ireland and other European jurisdictions. 

GV2208: Politics of the United States of America/ GV3101: Government & Politics of the USA (10 credits)

This module examines the origin, development, structure and operation of the American political system; American political thinking and concepts. 

GV2213: Theory and Methods in Political Science (10 credits)

This module deals with the dominant theoretical approaches to the study of 

politics and methodological approaches to research in the discipline. 

GV2217: Global Politics (10 credits)

This module will examine concepts and theories in international relations, contemporary global issues, including globalization, American power, the rise of China, terrorism and regional integration.

GV2218: European Government and Politics (5 credits)

Lectures will outline the foundation and early development of the EU in the post World War 11 era. This is followed by an examination of the recent enlargement of the EU. Selected individual member-states are examined in some detail. This is followed by an overview of key policy areas.

GV2219: Comparative European Government (10 credits)

This module will provide an examination of political culture, party systems, political parties, electoral systems, political institutions, voting behaviour and political leadership in contemporary Ireland, Britain, Germany and other European countries
GV2220: International Politics (10 credits)

This module provides a critical and analytical review of international political 

systems and trends in international governance. 

GV3206: Northern Ireland Politics (5 credits)]

GV3208: Elections and Voting (5 credits) 

On completion of this module, students should have an appreciation and understanding of contemporary political behaviour.  Theoretical and comparative approaches to key topics including electoral and party systems, voter choice and turnout, models of voting behaviour, public opinion and the mass media.  Country case studies will be used in the course of this module.
GV3209: Political Economy (10 credits)

The module will analyse the emergence of an international political economy from the fifteenth century. It will explore contemporary issues in the governance of global trade and finance and it will address globalization and its consequence using an international political economy framework.

GV3213: Post-national Politics (5 credits)

This module provides an examination of new political frameworks and understandings in a post-national context. It will include an examination of ideas around cosmopolitan and world governance and a critique of the key thinkers in the field. 

GV3216: Governance of Science and Technology (5 credits)

The module will examine issues around the development of science and technology, the role it plays in contemporary society, risks and opportunities presented by science and technology and issues around citizen participation in the governance of science and technology.  

GV4000: The Politics of Public Health (5 credits)
GV4101: Perspectives in Politics 1 (5 credits)

This module provides a critical and analytical review of the German political system. 
GV4102: Perspectives in Politics 11 (5 credits)
This module will examine the politics of France.
GV4202: Research Project (10 credits)

This module employs research methods and the use of analytical models to explore 

current issues in government and politics. 

GV4300: European Framework (10 credits)

This module provides an examination of the process of European integration and relations with other political systems. Among the issues covered will be link between political and cultural development in the context of contemporary European issues. 

GV4400: Global Governance (10 credits)

This module provides a critical and analytical review of international political systems and trends in international governance. 
GV4403: The Dynamics of State Politics (10 credits)

This module will provide an examination of the changing nature and role of the state in contemporary political systems including considerations of new internal territorial arrangements and the evolution of the welfare state.
GV4404: Theories and Origins of Democracy and Ideology (10 credits)

Students will examine political theories emerging from different eras and from different political philosophies with special reference to how they have helped shape democracy. It will also introduce students to political ideologies and key thinkers who have shaped these ideologies.
GV4407: Public Finance (10 credits)

On successful completion of this module, students will have an understanding of the theory and practice of public finance. 

GV4408: Planning Policy (10 credits) 
Students will build on their previous modules where they were introduced to the workings and structures of local and regional government. This will include an introduction to the process through which planning applications are made and decisions are reached. The module will also examine the role of strategic policy committees which deal with planning issues. Furthermore, it will place local planning matters in a wider context, i.e. regional planning, the role of An Taisce, National Development Plan, National Spatial Strategy.

Internship in the Department of Government (5 credits)

The Department of Government offers an internship to visiting students.  The internship is based on 40 hours work in return for five UCC credits.  An intern in the Department of Government will have the opportunity of contributing to the research activities of the Department in a way that enhances his/her own individual educational programme.  Applicants should ideally have a background in one or more aspects of politics, policy, public administration, public affairs or related disciplines. This internship should be of particular interest to any student with an interest in the social sciences, business and humanities. Certificate in Political Issues in Ireland Today*
The Certificate in Political Issues in Ireland Today is specifically designed for Study Abroad students at UCC during the Spring Semester. It provides a comprehensive introduction to the issues dominating political debates on the island of Ireland. It examines the unique political systems of the Republic of Ireland and Northern Ireland. Modules are designed to inform students about key facets, symbols and emblems associated with the island’s politics.  Particular attention is paid to: -

Structures of government in the Republic of Ireland.

Theories and practice of policy-making in the Republic of Ireland.

The conflict in Northern Ireland.

The role of the United States as a peacemaker in Northern Ireland.

The impact of the EU on Irish politics.

Critical evaluation of the Good Friday Agreement.

Post-Agreement Northern Ireland.

*(Please note GV3701: Introduction to Politics in the Republic of Ireland and GV3702: Introduction to Northern Ireland Politics are core modules of the Certificate in Political Issues in Ireland Today, and can only be taken by Certificate students).

A high quality of written English and presentation is required as well as comprehensive and analytical pieces of work, which address the question at hand.
