"Redundant Revolutionaries: representations of former revolutionaries in contemporary Chilean crime narrative".

Former revolutionaries are present as both minor and main characters in a number of Chilean crime novels from the 1990s.  The presence of such characters allows for an exploration of the contrast between the ideals that inspired the young revolutionaries of the Allende era and the realities they now face in post-Dictatorship Chile.  These novels chart the personal histories of such characters (their experiences of torture, exile, participation in revolutionary struggles elsewhere, subsequent political re-evaluation, and home-coming etc.), and through these personal histories also chart the evolution of the Left in Chile and Latin-America from the late sixties to the present day.

"The Poet and the Rebel: Linguistic Treachery in Juan Goytisolo’s Reivindicación del Conde don Julián".

Juan Goytisolo’s influential novel, Reivindicación del Conde don Julián (1970), is replete with intertextual echoes, some of the most important being from works by the Golden-Age poet Luis de Góngora.  This paper discusses the connections, which Goytisolo deliberately draws between his own work and two particular poems by Góngora, the Polifemo and the Soledades.  It focuses on the conception of language as an ‘orden verbal autónomo’ which Goytisolo declares inherent to both Góngora’s work and his own, but argues that the practice of each writer is not in fact consistent with linguistic autonomy as Goytisolo presents it.  Don Julián is a subversive text, which requires that language retain at least some referential function in order to undermine the shibboleths of Francoist Spain.  Whilst the question of the relation between Góngora’s language and his seventeenth-century socio-political context is complex, I seek to argue that both Góngora and Goytisolo demonstrate a conception of language as what might loosely be termed parole in the Saussurian sense, that is, their linguistic practice relies upon recognisable, contextualised allusions and the lexicalisation of particular metaphors which their readers may then appreciate in a new, perhaps rebellious, context.  In Goytisolo’s case, the relationship between language as creative of an individual mental worldview and language as tied to a historically specific reality establishes a rich tension, which is more productive than the linguistic autonomy the author declares to be his goal.

‘How "sosa” was the novela rosa?: A consideration of romantic fiction in the post-war period in Spain.

Although popular literature accounts for 90% of all “literature”, it is a category almost totally ignored by literary criticism.  Studies undertaken tend to be related to marketing and sociological spheres, with very little consideration given to the meaning embodied in the text.

During the Franco period – as is the case in all authoritarian regimes – popular fiction enjoyed huge sales and re-sales and the novela rosa was the best-selling category.  The paper will look at issues such as the typical plots, characters, narrative form and patterns of these novels and consider to what extent they served to reinforce (or perhaps to contravene) the official ideology in relation to women propagated by the regime, the Church and the Sección Femenina.
