"An Exemplary Rape: Cervantes's 

La fuerza de la sangre"
This short story is taken from Cervantes's collection of 'exemplary' short 

stories, the Novelas ejemplares. Its tells of the rape of a young girl which 

results in her falling pregnant, and finally, of her marriage to her rapist. 

Although it has generally been treated as an allegory, I will consider this 

narrative as an example of Cervantine realism, discussing its psychological, 

legal and philosophico-theological coherence in producing a plot about rape 

and its consequences that is essentially baroque in the complex responses it 

calls out of its readers. I will conclude with a consideration of Cervantes's 

views of exemplarity through an analysis of his programmatic statement in the prologue to the collection, in the light of its canonistic and scriptural allusions. The paper then offers a revision of the current opinions regarding Cervantes's narrative art and questions the true nature of the collection's moral and literary exemplarity.

"The Political and Literary Influence of Sor María de Agreda during the reign of Philip IV of Spain, 1621 - 1665"

           Sor María de Agreda was a visionary Franciscan nun who, for over two decades in the mid-seventeenth century, acted as a religious confidant of Philip IV of Spain.  Ever since their correspondence was first published in the nineteenth century, the relationship between king and nun has been regarded as central to our understanding of Spanish government after the retirement of the count-duke of Olivares in 1643.  Yet by using Sor María’s unpublished letters to the members of the Spanish nobility, we can get a more accurate picture of the extent of her influence that will in turn throw some new light on the reign of Philip IV.

"The Injustice of Exploitation: 

Lessons from Guatemala"

           Exploitation is a fact of life for many millions of people living in Latin-America today. Yet, the extensive literature on Latin-American studies still endorses a limited, simplistic and inaccurate conception of this phenomenon.  The aim of this talk is to combine the most up-to-date philosophical literature on the concept of exploitation, with an account of exploitation in Guatemala. The first half of the talk will be more philosophical in nature. It will argue that there is much more to exploitation than the narrow economic account favoured by Marxist scholars. The second half of the talk will focus on exploitation in Guatemala, where for over 500 years the marginalised majority of Indigenous Indians (Mayas) have been the victims of oppressive and degrading exploitation.
