The role of the Real Academia Galega in the

standardisation of Galego
For this seminar I will give a brief introduction to language planning theory (i.e. status and corpus language planning) and minority language legislation in Spain. As this seminar will be primarily focusing on the function of the Galician (Galego) language academy, A Real Academia Galega, I will provide a brief history of the first major language academies of Continental Europe and discuss the general function of a language academy. I will then introduce the Galego language, providing a brief history of the language and of the language’s history of standardization before analyzing the dynamics of Galego corpus language planning with special attention to the efforts and function of its language academy.  

I hope to provide a better understanding of the function of the Real Academia Galega and of the Galego standardization process in the area of corpus planning. The material used in this seminar forms part of my doctoral dissertation in progress.

The seminar should be of interest to those concerned with language in general, sociologists, sociolinguists, and members of all language departments in UCC.

‘García Lorca: In love with a dead child’
Appearing spectre-like in García Lorca’s work from the Suites and Canciones, through Poeta en Nueva York to Diwán del Tamarit, the figure of the dead child shadows the poet in much the same way as the phantasmal child haunts Yerma: ‘sentado en mi corazón’. Memorably and poignantly materialised in the Niño muerto (with the Gat@) of Así que pasen cinco años, this infant difunto is a childhood ghost, a spirit of a vanished time, a lost soul that seeks, as in so much of the Granadine’s work, an impossible reconciliation with the flesh.
Curiously – intriguingly, at least –, the dead child theme seems bound up with García Lorca’s idealisation of those ‘pure’ loves, those of ‘celeste desnudo’ in ‘Oda a Walt Whitman’, that the poet so admires.
This paper attempts to throw some light on the enduring figure of the dead child in the poetry of García Lorca, offering insights into where and how this motif fits into the poet’s thinking around identity and his veneration of love.

‘Tomas Gutierrez Alea, Julio Garcia Espinosa, Imperfect Cinema’
