4. Job Responsibilities
The duties of the Lecturer shall be to deliver foundation and advanced undergraduate teaching in European prehistory, with particular reference to Ireland under the direction of the Head of Department. S/he will be required to teach courses on archaeological theory at undergraduate level. S/he shall also be required to examine in Archaeology for the University and shall carry out such other duties appropriate to the post as detailed below:  
· To teach and examine on existing courses.

· To supervise postgraduate students;

· To develop new courses and teaching materials;  

· To engage in individual research, participate in the Department’s research activities and have an active role in generating research income;    The holder of this post will lead a research group that will promote staff and postgraduate research in different aspects of Irish/European prehistory
· The appointee will also contribute to the administration and strategic development of the academic department.
