2 PhD Positions, Cork Centre for Architectural Education
Supported by PRTLI funded research on embedded technologies (NEMBES)
1) Development of tools for digital modelling and testing of proposals for interactive architectural environments.  The utilisation of networked moving components in “intelligent” buildings can result in unexpected behaviours when such components interact.  New types of representation are required to assist the designers and to facilitate communication between different professionals involved in design and construction. 
2) Identification and elaboration of potential applications of networked embedded technologies in the creation of responsive built environments (supportive of independent living for elderly or physically disabled people).
This project requires two PhD students for a 3 year period. 

The work is part of a collaboration between CIT, UCC, TCD, UCD, Cork City Council and Cork University Hospital.  The concept of the PRTLI €7M project is to contribute to the development of networks of distributed intelligence with an initial focus on the Responsive Built Environment.

The PhD bursary carries a tax free stipend of €16,000 p.a. plus fees; is based in the Cork Centre for Architectural Education, drawing on facilities of the Centre for Adaptive Wireless Systems in CIT.  The CCAE research team will comprise two supervisors, two PhD students and an IT technician. Supervisors will be Prof Kevin McCartney and Dr. Jim Harrison (www.ucc.ie/en/architecture/Staff/AcademicStaff/ProfKevinMcCartney) and (www.ucc.ie/en/architecture/Staff/AcademicStaff/JimHarrison).  The suitable candidates will have a Masters Degree (or equivalent), or at least a first class honours degree in either a design-based subject such as Architecture or Product Design, or in computer science or Electronic Engineering or a similar discipline which has provided experience in programming and interfacing computers and control gear.  Experience of 3-D digital modelling and creating virtual reality systems such as CAVE would be desirable.
